Surrogacy Bill,007 {WA)
]
The Surrogacy Bill 2007 (WA) was introduced into the Legislative Assembly and received its second reading speech on 1 March 2007.

According to the explanatory memorandum, the Bill proposes to regulate surrogacy arrangements, including prescribing various offences in
relation to surrogacy arrangements that are made for reward.

The Bill also proposes to regulate the transfer of parentage of surrogate children, including:

(a) clarifying that in deciding whether a certain parentage order should be made, the court must regard the best interests of the child as
paramaunt;

(b} setting out the procedures and requirements for applying for a parentage order, including specifying that a parentage arder can not be
sought until the child is at least 22 days old;

(c) specifying various circumstances which the court must consider prior to making the parentage order and outlining the effects of such an
order;

(d) requiring an approved plan to be made in relation to the surrogate child's long-term welfare, providing for the variation of such a plan, and
the consequences of breach; and

(&) regulating access to information relating to surrogacy arrangements, including access to court records and registrations of birth.
